2 fossil databases:
1. PEP_um_fossils: UM collections = 2 files (about 7 sections = 1 sq. mile polygons)
· PEP_um_fossils:  shapefile with extensive dbf attribute file (containing remarks about fossils)

· fossilspecies.dbf:  more information on the fossils

· need to relate both dbf files via item “locality” in fossilspecies.dbf  and  item “localityno” in PEP_um_fossils.dbf
2. PEP_blm_fossils: Doug Melton’s BLM fossil database = 3 files – (about 232 sections = 1 sq. mile polygons) 
· PEP_blm_fossils:  shape file with the sections that have fossil information in the BLM database 

· blmtaxalut.dbf:  taxonomy lookup table for some fossils (with “RMP####” number)
· need to relate PEP_blm_fossils.dbf via “IDnumber” with blmtaxalut.dbf via “IDnumber”
