Dresden, city in east central Germany, capital of Saxony (Sachsen). A port on the Elbe River, near the Czech Republic, it is the focus of one of Germany's largest metropolitan areas and is a major manufacturing, transportation, and cultural center. At the heart of the city is the historic Altstadt (Old Town), on the southern bank of the Elbe, now partly restored after receiving severe damage in World War II (1939-1945). On the northern bank are the Neustadt, Antonstadt, and Albertstadt districts. Suburbs include Loschwitz, Blasewitz, Plauen, and Löbtau.
Question:  What percent of the Dresden was destroyed during WWII?  Advanced question: Why was Dresden such a target during WWII?

Answers: 80%; it’s a port city, large metropolitan area, and a major manufacturing, transportation, and cultural center.

Helgoland (English Heligoland), island, northwestern Germany, in the North Frisian Islands, in the North Sea. Mainly a rock formed of red sandstone, it is known as the Oberland. Steep cliffs surround the Oberland on all sides. A narrow spit of sand, called the Unterland, forms the southeastern portion of the island. The major portion of the island community, a fishing and resort village, is on the Oberland. Helgoland has an area of about 160 hectares (about 395 acres).

Answer: Oberland; steep (red sandstone) cliffs
