Google Earth Lesson

Developing HTML Embedded Images

Overview: 
This lesson will use Google Earth to locate an image of your students’ hometown. Then students will take photos either of a neighborhood or the whole town, depending on population. Next, using these photos, students will put tags on the homes their pictures correspond with. When adding these tags, html code to insert images will then be utilized. Once everyone has had a chance to develop their kml files, then the teacher can either put all the files together in one, or have the students save all their files to one shared folder and work in groups to import them all together. 
Extension: 


Students can visit the local library and research the history of their local town. Have them find pictures of local businesses from the past and discover if those building are still in use or torn down. Take pictures of those sites and compare them to the archived photos. Then, using a process similar to the lesson mentioned previously, embed these pictures into the tags. These tags can be labeled as “before” and “after”. Students could also interview local senior citizens and record their interviews for Podcasts. These kml files and Podcasts could be placed on a blog to share with the community. 
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
